DRESS AND GROOMING

The WISD dress code is established to teach grooming and hygiene, instill discipline, prevent disruption, and
minimize safety hazards. Each campus within the district has modified its dress code based on age, maturity
level, and educational needs of the student involved. Variation in dress code standards from campus to campus
should be expected.

> Hair Styles
e Clean and neat
e No designs in hair or eyebrows
e Not touching the collar of a t-shirt (boys)/No ponytails (boys)
e No facial hair
e No sideburns past the ears
e No rakes, picks, or combs in the hair

e Must be socially acceptable and not distract from the educational environment (Principals
Discretion)

> Hats/Caps
e Not in the school
e May be worn inside the gym during athletic events
> Earrings
e Girls Only, Ears Only. No Facial or Body Piercings
e Nogrills
» Pants/Shorts
e Not baggy or saggy, must rest on the hips
e Not oversized or excessively tight
e No leggings
e No rips, holes, or tears (No exposure of undergarments or skin)
e Shorts and skirts must be no shorter than mid-thigh
e Solid color / stripes on side are permitted and may be a different color
e No cutoffs or bike shorts
e Designs are allowed on pockets only and must not display negative imaging.
> Shirts
e Solid colored, polo-type collared shirt
e Weimar ISD spirit shirt or T-shirt earned through participation in a school sponsored event.
e College & Military Shirts may be worn on Wednesdays only
e No logo larger than two square inches
e Untucked shirts may not be longer than the wrist.
e Undershirts, Under Armour, and turtlenecks may be worn under appropriate shirts



> Jackets, Hoodies & Sweatshirts
e Solid colored
e \Weimar ISD Spirited or those earned through participation in a school event
e College & Military jackets, hoodies & sweatshirts may be worn on Wednesdays only
e No logo larger than two square inches
e Hoods may not be worn in the buildings

> Shoes
e Shoes must be worn at all times
e No house shoes or slides
e No crocs

> Tattoos must be covered at all times

> No bandanas or flags will be allowed at school or school events.

Other Elementary Guidelines Include:

Cosmetics and artificial fingernails are inappropriate for elementary students and should not be worn
Girls must wear bloomers or shorts under their dresses or skirts

Flip-flops or shoes without backs are not to be worn

Large hoops or long, dangling earrings may not be worn

Extra-curricular Recognition Day

e Fridays are considered special extra-curricular days. Students may wear clothing that reflects their
affiliate school organization. (Examples include but are not limited to: “Band” sweatpants; “UIL State”
sweatpants / t-shirts; specialized FFA shirts / sweatshirts / sweatpants; football jersey, cheer uniform,
etc.)
